Mary Westley, Head Teacher at St. Michaelôs School presented a petition, 

signed by around 150 parents at the school, to lower the speed limit on 

London Road to Cllr Richard Smith. This was later boosted to over 200 

signatures by a further collection around the village. Cllr. Nick Collingridge 

actually delivered the petition to a committee made up of Borough 

Councillors and County Councillors who make decisions about all highways 

matters. We now have to wait and see but we all know how dangerous that 

road is ï surely the speed limit can be reduced before a child is killed! 

 

There was a lively debate from the floor and it was good to have James 

Mansell asking a question about facilities for younger people in the village. 

There seem to have been so many things started here but not continued. The 

question of re-instating the mountain bike tracks on Mardley Heath has been 

re-opened. We hope there will be a positive outcome. As an aside, and talking 

about positive outcomes, the young peopleôs Judo sessions on a Friday 

evening at the village hall are amazing, crowded out with youngsters with 

belts of different colours. They have been asked to put on a demo again at the 

village day ï popular demand!  

 

Gary Fenton, the Neighbourhood Watch Coordinator for Woolmer Green, put 

on a demonstration of his award-winning OWL software. We are very proud 

of him ï it looked most impressive too. Everyone in the village should be 

supporting Gary by joining the Neighbourhood Watch scheme. We are very 

lucky here in having a reasonably low crime rate, letôs keep it that way. 

 

The evening ended with the most amazing talk by Brian King. He just stood 

there and talked. We sat there and laughed and lived through it all with him. 

Many, many thanks, Brian. 

 

And we must also thank Stuart Blackman, ably assisted by Christine, for the 

lovely pigeon paté and nettle soup.
