Allotments 
 

Woolmer Green Allotments and Leisure Gardens Society was formed a 
couple of months ago after a fully-attended meeting at the hall. At that 
time there was no land available on which allotments could be 
established. The three officers of the Society, Michael Burge, Margaret 
Earl and Christopher Litchfield  wrote to John Wallace, owner of land to 
the East and to Lord Cobbold, owner of land to the north to see if there 
was a possibility of the Society renting any land. There was much 
excitement when Mr. Wallace came up with the possibility of some land 
to the south of St. Michaelôs house and this is now being pursued. 
 
One of Borough Councillors, Carl Storer, is very much in favour of the 
idea and is helping process it through the complexities of the Borough 
Council. The idea at present is to try to make the site as Climate Change 
friendly as possible with one large shed (instead of a lot of small ones) 
joining on to a communal greenhouse, thus allow for water harvesting 
into an underground tank from the combined roofs, and also an electricity
-producing installation such as a small wind turbine or solar panel. There 
is also the suggestion to let the school have an allotment and space in 
the greenhouse at no cost to them. 
 
I believe the original offer of land is for 1 acre with the possibility of an 
extension to 2 acres if this proves necessary. 
 
All this has to be approved by the Society at a meeting on Monday 15th 
December before Carl takes it to the Social Overview Committee 
meeting on 4

th
 January. If our ideas are approved at this meeting it will 

then go before the next Planning Control Committee. 
 
Why donôt you become a member of the Society? You donôt have to have 
an allotment but, for a small sub, you will be able to buy tools, plants and 
seed at very advantageous rates.

News from the Parish Council 

 
The Parish Council were delighted to welcome Phil Corke on to the 
Council; we all hope he enjoys the challenges that it offers. 
 
As a responsible council, we have decided to offer a pension to all of our 
employees and are presently deciding how we can fit this cost into the 
Council budget which has to be finalised in January for submission to the 
Borough Council. It is always a difficult exercise to agree what will be 
spent by the Council in the coming year; up to now we seem to have got 
it just about right so letôs hope we can succeed this time round. If you 
have any suggestions, please contact the Clerk as soon as possible. 
 
Environment and Transport: The Council was very saddened to hear that 
the council bench on Bridgerôs Path by the railway had been stolen. This 
had only recently been refurbished by Jack Webber, together with the 
one up by Cave Wood, both having been installed by Chris Tyler. The 
Council consider this very mean of whoever took it. Should you have any 
suspicions, please notify the Clerk.  
 
Re-surfacing and drainage work has been carried out on the footpath to 
Datchworth Green which runs from the end of Robbery Bottom Laneé.. 
grateful thanks to Cllr Nick Collingridge for his involvement and liaison 
with the County Council in getting this work done. 
 
Grounds: Groundwork Trust has been very helpful recently, working with 
the Parish Council on the recreation ground. They have already removed 
the unsightly posts at the back of the houses in Bridge Road and we are 
now working with them on a plan to remove the unsightly concrete base 
of the old pavilion at the entrance to the hall and playing field and then 
install something more appropriate. The Council approved their initial 
sketches and will next decide what to put there. All the work they do costs 
nothing for the labour since it is used to retrain young people though the 
Council has to pay any capital costs incurred. 
 

The Council is very pleased with the efforts of the Allotment and Leisure 
Gardens Society to establish allotments in the village, see separate 
article in this Newsletter. 
 
Publicity: The lovely Woolmer Green calendar for 2009 is now on sale at 
the shops and pubs in the village. It contains old views of the village so 
please make sure you buy one! 



 

The Council again asked the pupils at the school to paint a Christmas 
Card as our official card from the Council. The winner was Abbi Jackson 
with the runner-up, Jade Gribble and they were presented with their 
prizes at the schoolôs Christmas bazaar.  Abbiôs card will be sent out to 
our MP, Grant Shapps, and to many other important people including the 
Chairman of the County Council and the Mayor of Welwyn Hatfield. Both 
Abbi and Jade received vouchers to spend at Art van Go in Knebworth ï 
well done, Abbi and Jade. 
 
The official guide to wedding venues in Hertfordshire now contains an 
editorial saying that Woolmer Green Hall is a lovely place to have a 
wedding ï letôs hope we get a lot of bookings! 
 
Planning: (see separate article in this Newsletter) 

1. The refusal by Welwyn Hatfield Council to give permission for 
the extension at 1 Oak Road was overturned at their planning 
meeting. 

2. The application for an extension to 4 Holly Road has been 
refused by Welwyn Hatfield Council. 

3. The application for a Care Home on the Petit Forestier site 
was heard at a planning appeal a couple of weeks ago; the 
decision will be given in January. 

4. The Chequers has put in another application for their smoking 
shelter to be approved. 

 
The submission documents for Woolmer Greenôs entry to the East 
Anglian Village of the Year competition have been sent off. They will on 
our website shortly. Judging for this will take place in March. If you have 
any good ideas on how we can win this, please let me know. And please 
keep your fingers well and truly crossed. I am hoping to put together a 
short film of life in our village to show the judges ï to be edited by Guy 
Daniels. If you have any bits that you would like included, please let me 
have them. 
 
It was decided to allow for £1,000 match funding in the budget to be 
spent on the school for improvements to their access from the hall car 
park, and the church. Donôt forget that Welwyn Hatfield Council have a 
fund for community, non-profit-making groups to buy things that would 
enhance their operation. The W.I. has already benefited by about £400 
from this.

How your Parish Council helps with your Planning Application 

 

Woolmer Green Parish Council receives a list of all the planning applications 

submitted to Welwyn Hatfield Council. These are discussed at the Council 

meetings, where you can always attend and put forward your point of view. 

Alternatively, you can tell one of the Councillors what you think. 

 

The Parish Council then sends in their report to the Planning department of the 

Borough Council. The Borough Council then posts its recommendation, either 

approval or refusal, on its own website. 

 

Four things could then happen:  

 

1. The Parish Council could recommend acceptance and the Borough 

Council could recommend acceptance ï no problem. 

2. The Parish Council could recommend refusal and the Borough 

Council could recommend refusal ï no problem. 

3. If the Borough Council planning officers recommend approval to an 

application for which the Parish Council has recommended refusal, 

then the application may be ócalled-inô, that is, brought before the 

Boroughôs Planning Committee. There is the possibility of giving a 3-

minute talk to the committee by a person in favour of approval, a 

person opposed to approval, and a Parish Councillor.   

4. If the Borough Council planning officers recommend refusal to an 

application for which the Parish Council has recommended approval, 

the application may only be ócalled-inô by a Borough Councillor and 

not by the Parish Council. This has happened five times recently and 

two out of the five have resulted in an overturn of the planning 

officersô decision.  

 

The latest case was regarding the extension to 1 Oak Road. When the application 

was first made it was approved by the Parish Council and (unexpectedly) refused 

by the Borough Council. A revised application was submitted and again 

considered by the Parish Council for approval. Another refusal by the Planning 

Officers! They said that it was over-development of the site and not in keeping, 

whereas your Parish Councillors thought the planned extension was totally in 

keeping with the houses in that area. It had to be called-in and our Borough 

Councillor, Steve Markiewicz was asked to do this. It came up before the 

Planning Control Committee on 20th November when I, your Chairman, Judith 

Watson, and  Steve Markiewicz both went down to Campus West in Welwyn 

Garden City to put forward their views to the committee.

We are very grateful to Steve for his support in these planning matters ï he is 

very eloquent. The Planning Control Committee overturned the officersô recom-

mendation with only three of them voting in opposition. A good result but a lot 

of work! 

 

Now to consider the appeal by the Care Home people against Welwyn Hatfieldôs 

decision to refuse permission for the Care Home. The architects originally made 

a presentation to the Parish Council some months ago and it was considered a 

good use for the site despite opposition from some of the residents of Longmead 

and the owner of Cawdor Stone Gallery. It was refused by the officers of the 

Borough Council. A new plan was submitted and was again approved by the Par-

ish Council, however, before this came before the Borough Council an appeal 

against the decision was lodged with the Planning Inspectorate in Bristol. The 

second application came up and was called-in via the efforts of Steve 

Markiewicz. Despite both his presentation and mine, the application was again 

turned down by the Planning Control Committee virtually on a technicality. This 

left the original appeal still going ahead and this was heard on 25th November. 

Again, Judith and Steve went down to Campus West for the start at 10am and I 

took Dave Warren from Longmead down with me. It was doubtful if the appeal 

could go ahead since the Borough Council had forgotten to notify all the people 

who had commented on the application but they decided that it would be better 

to take it through as far as they could! I was still there at 3pm but Steve had to 

leave earlier. We were both fully involved in the appeal. After that everyone 

moved up to the site where the noise that came from Cawdor Stone Gallery could 

be fully appreciated. The result will be given in January. 

 

The Parish Councillors expressed concern at what sort of enterprise could use 

that site if the Care Home application was not approved. With the Cawdor Stone 

Gallery on one side and residential housing on the other it is debatable what 

could be approved for that site. We will have to await the outcome. 

 

We are very lucky to have Steve Markiewicz as our Ward Councillor; he works 

really hard on our behalf.
