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Report from the Parish Council Meetings

At the last Parish Council Meeting there was a statement read and a petition pro-
duced from residents in Wolvesmere and Bridge Road concerning the noise from
parties at the hall. Councillors discussed this at length, agreeing that on some occa-
sions during the last year, there had been excessive noise particularly when teenage
parties had been held in the hall though it was stressed that it was not the case that
the hall was being used for Saturday Night Clubs. It was agreed that our new care-
taker was doing an excellent job but that when parties spilled out from the hall,

there was excessive noise at times. Councillors were loath to ban teenage parties at
the hall but agreed to investigate the provision of a sound limiter for the hall, to
agree to the music being turned off at 11.30pm with the site having to be clear by
12.15pm and to investigate the possibility of potentially noisy parties having to
provide some security personel to limit the noise for the last two hours of any

event. It was hoped that this would lead to alleviation of the problem. Whereas the
Chairman had previously agreed to being notified of any problem, she felt that

since she would be 75 years old in a couple of months, it was not feasible for her to
be called out at a very late hour in future.

It is hoped to ask the Football Foundation for a grant towards removing the con-
crete base of the old pavilion at the entrance to the recreation ground and a very
good quote for this has been received to remove this eyesore.

The leaflet listing businesses in the village is nearly completed; it would help if all
businesses could notify the Council if they wish to appear on this listing.

The Council are still very concerned over the condition of the South window at the
hall and investigations are -@woing on the solution to the problem.

Council discussed the imminent inspection by the judges for the Village of the Year
for the Eastern Region, see separate article.
