WE NEED A SCHOOL .ORG

The We Need a School Campaign proposes to build a secondary school for
c800 pupils to the west of the Monread site immediately to the south of
Knebworth (see The Plan section of our website). It would be voluntary aided
and a centre of educational excellence. We intend to provide fadlitiesincluding
swimming pool, theatre, playing fields and leisure areas to be used by the
whole community. The site (90 acres) would be donated by Knebworth House

Estates in accordance with their offer: A Kne bwor t h Estat es é

meeting in October 2006, offered that, if residential development was required
at Knebwor tedge by theiLDF| iavgoeld look to donate the proceeds
to Knebworth Parish Charities aslong as the Knebworth House Education and
Preservati on Tr ust(Knebwosh Sites PAppiaisal iRépprh
December 2007)

Building and running costs would be funded by an endowment created from
the sale of c200 houses (taking up only 1/3 of the site) built on the same site. It
isa big space and the impression left after building workis done would still be
fairly green. The plan on the website shows just one possible arrangement (the
houses might be moved down the hill away from existing houses for instance).
The path by the railway, much loved by dog-walkers, would be enhanced, and
the cemetery undisturbed. The catchment area would include Knebworth,
Datchworth, Woolmer Green, Codicote and Oakands. Current child
demographics show the number of pupils would already be almost met,
meaning that no population increase would be required. Is there really a need
for the school? We are certain there is. Our children need it and, franky, so do
local authorities. The pressure on the Stevenage school system is such that
parents have a very bad deal when it
slightly better in Welwyn Hatfield for Woolmer Green families. That pressure
will grow in future years as the populaton in Welwyn Hatfield continues to
increase and villages on the outskirts of catchment areas are kept at the
bottom of the priority list because they are further away from WGC schools.

If we design our own school, put it where we want it and at the same time
create facilies to benefit the whole community, it will enhance life in the village
and reduce the number of appeals necessary to get our children into good
local schools. (The idea isevery child in the village will have the right to attend
this school if their parents so wish.) There are many issues to be discussed
and work to be done before we can safely say that we should build this school.
Please do visit our website and let us know your views. We are very excited by
what could be achieved, by the community and for the community, and we very
much hope you will be too.

The Parish Council was pleased to welcome the new PC for Woolmer Green,
Kevin Ford, toits meeting in October and look forward to working with him.
They also welcomed Mr. Haigh from Knebworth who informed the Council of
his concerns over the building of a new school on land to the west of the
railway and between Woolmer Green and Knebworth. He believed that the
proposed housing and school development would ruin the character of the
area by building on the Green Belt and thatit would lead to traffic congestion
in the area.

The arrival of Nora's old school friend Kristine (Debra Wilkins) helpsto trigger the
play'scrisis, in which the scurrilous Krogstad (Martin Willoughby) and benevolent
Dr. Rank (Colin Macleod) also play key roles.

Jeffrey Goodwin, who realises a long-cherished ambition to direct this piece, says.
'Ibsen’'s genius was recognised in the 19th century. He still speaks to us in the
twenty-first in this spirited new English version by Irish playwright Frank
McGuinness. The play's closing moment can be seen by some as tragic. For me it
is the joyous expression of the skylark singing in the open air.'
